How to make a egg carton face 

 

• Separate the lid of the egg carton from the bottom 

• Cut different facial features from the bottom of the egg     

carton - eyes, mouth, nose 

• Try you facial features in different positions to create         

different faces 

• Glue in place when happy with face you’ve created
